2. PUBLIC HEARING ON NEW DEVELOPMENT AND CITY PROJECTS

Development Plan — New Commercial Retail Building

Location: 1650 Copenhagen Drive

APN - 139-192-020

Planner: Brynda Messer

Request from Brian McInerney, Owner, to consider the approval of a
Development Plan for a new 1,220 square foot (sq. ft.) commercial retail building
with a 280 sq. ft. front patio and a 400 sq. ft. storage building, in the TRC zone
district; and to accept the Categorical Exemption pursuant to §15303 of the
Guidelines for the Implementation of the California Environmental Quality Act
(CEQA).

Brynda Messer presented staff report.

Commissioner Petersen summarized parking requirements and the challenges in
providing parking on the proposed lot.

Commissioner Infanti inquired about grading with regard to how much grading would
be done and if there would be a grading permit issued. Paul Zink, architect,
responded that as the lot is basically already flat that they would remove the asphalt
and re-compact the site.

Commissioner Petersen asked if there would be required site fencing during
construction. Arleen Pelster stated that Condition C-4(c) could be amended to
include site fencing for screening. Brian Mclnerney stated he plans to have screening
to respect the neighboring properties during construction.

Commissioner Infanti asked if there was an elevation difference from the neighboring
property. Paul Zink stated a retaining wall would be provided on site.

Commissioners Petersen and Infanti agree that adding fencing is important for
screening.

Commissioner Petersen asked the applicant if the eave and window openings for the
neighboring properties had been resolved. Mr. Mclnerney responded yes, he is
working it out with the property owner.
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Commissioner Petersen stated that he feels it is a great design and these infill projects
are what Solvang needs. Commissioner Chaney agreed with Commissioner Petersen.

Commissioner Williams inquired as to where construction employees will be parking,
in regard to Condition C-4. Condition C-4(d) will be amended to remove the
comment “demonstrated within property boundaries.”

Motion made by Commissioner Petersen to approve the Resolution 16-03 for the
Development Plan and Modifications with changes to Condition C-4 to require six foot
construction fencing to provide screening on Copenhagen Drive and along the sides of

property and amend Condition C-4(d) to remove the wording “demonstrated within
property boundaries” and seconded by Commissioner Infanti. Vote is 5-0.

REQUEST: A review of the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) for FY 2016-17 through FY
2025-26, for a determination of conformity with the City’s General Plan, pursuant to
Government Code §65401 and §65402.

I. RECOMMENDATION:

That the Planning Commission:

A. Adopt Planning Commission Resolution 16-04 finding that the capital
improvement projects contained within the 10-Year Capital Improvement
Program for the period FY 2016-17 through FY 2025-26 are in conformity with
the City’s General Plan.

II. DISCUSSION:

The purpose of this report is to provide the Planning Commission with an overview of the City
of Solvang 10-Year Capital Improvement Program. The role of the Planning Commission is to
determine conformity with the City’s General Plan, pursuant to Government Code §65401 and
§65402. The approval of the specific projects and allocation of funding will be determined by

the City Council.

Government Code Section 65401 requires an annual programmatic level review of all major
public works projects for conformity with the local general plan. Government Code Section
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65402 requires specific review of projects that involve acquisition/disposal of property, right of
way vacation, or construction of public buildings or structures, for conformity with the local
general plan. The City of Solvang Planning Commission reviews and reports on projects
included in the 10-Year Capital Improvement Program (CIP) based on G.C. Section 65401,
which reads in part as follows:

If a general plan or part thereof has been adopted, ... each county or city officer, department,
board, or commission... whose jurisdiction lies wholly or partially within the county or city,
whose functions include recommending, preparing plans for, or constructing, major public
works, shall submit to the official agency, as designated by the respective city council, a list of
the proposed public works recommended for planning, initiation or construction during the
ensuing fiscal year. The official agency receiving the list of proposed public works shall list and
classify all such recommendations and shall prepare a coordinated program of proposed public
works for the ensuing fiscal year. Such a coordinated program shall be submitted to the county
or city planning agency for review and report to said official agency as to conformity with the
adopted general plan or part thereof.

GENERAL PLAN CONSISTENCY:

A. The proposed CIP transportation and road improvement projects, bicycle projects,
pedestrian projects, and transit projects are listed below. These projects are
necessary to maintain and improve the City’s street network to achieve Goal 1 of
the Circulation Element and to maintain the levels of service specified in Policy
1.1. Therefore, these maintenance activities and projects are consistent with the
following Goals and Policies of the Circulation Element of the General Plan.

Transportation and Road Improvement Projects:

Goal 1: To provide a street network to move people and goods safely and
efficiently:
Policy 1.1: Maintain a minimum level of service D at all intersections during

normal peak hours and level of service E during “average tourist-
season peak hours” to ensure that traffic delays are kept to a
minimum.

Action Item (4):  The City shall establish street standards and all new road facilities
shall be constructed, or upgraded, where feasible to meet City
standards.

Action Item (B):  The City shall require new developments to be served by roads of
adequate capacity and design standards to provide reasonable access
in accordance with City standards.
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Annual/Maintenance Activities:

These activities are maintenance programs and improvements which will be
undertaken over the course of the 10-Year Capital Improvement Program (CIP).
These activities include the annual slurry seal program, the annual overlay/crack seal
program, street improvements, public parking lot maintenance, and the tree
management program. Descriptions of the work to be done, timing, and funding
sources are provided in the CIP.

Goal 2: To participate in a public transportation system that is safe,
convenient, and efficient and meets the identified needs of the Solvang
community.

Policy 2.1: Continue to support the public transportation system to accommodate

the mobility needs of residents, especially of transit-dependent persons
such as the elderly and disabled.

Action Item (A):  The City shall support expansion of tramsit operations when
demand levels are sufficient to warrant increased service.

Action Item (B): The City shall support improved transit service for elderly and
disabled persons.

Projects:

The CIP provides for the purchase of a new transit buses, bus shelter improvements,
transit parking lot upgrades, update of the Short Range Transit Plan, SYVT
Infrastructure Plan, and ADA Paratransit Plan, and funding for improvements

the needs of all City residents.

Policy 3.1: Establish a master plan of Bikeways on public property that provides
for an adequate system for the safe and efficient movement of cyclists.

Action Item (A): The City shall adopt a master plan of bikeways on public property
and shall develop trails as needed and feasible.

Policy 3.2: Provide a system of sidewalks or pathways that provides a safe
environment for pedestrians.

Action Item (4):  The City shall require the provision of adequate pedestrian access
for new development projects through its Standards and its site plan
review process.

Action Item (B):  The City shall require the installation of wheelchair ramps on all
new sidewalks.

Action Item (C):  The City shall encourage the installation of sidewalks and
wheelchair ramps in older neighborhoods, where appropriate.

Action Item (D): The City shall support the installation of improved pedestrian
paths and connections throughout the community.

Capital Improvement Program
Funding Source Overview

The City of Solvang has extensive capital improvement needs. Many of the City’s capital
improvement needs involve annual or ongoing maintenance projects. Planning, design and
construction of improvements are implemented according to a 10-Year Capital Improvement
Program (CIP). Adoption of a 10-Year Capital Improvement Program provides a tool for
scheduling and budgeting of improvement projects. Annual update of the CIP is a vital
component to its successful implementation, and is a requirement of the portion of the Program
funded by the Traffic Mitigation Fund.

The revenues used for implementation of the CIP come from a variety of funding sources
(Funds). Most of the Funds have restrictions on their use based on the sources of the revenue.
The various Funds utilized in the budgeting of the CIP are identified below along with a brief
description of revenue source and applicable restrictions.

General Fund (Fund 100)

Revenues within the General Fund come from a wide variety of sources including the City’s
Transient Occupancy Tax, property tax, sales tax, fees for services and City reserves. These
funds are unrestricted and can be used to meet City capital project needs. The General Fund is
the most flexible source of project funding, and use of these funds is based solely on City
Council direction.

Government Impact Fees Fund (Fund 200)

Revenues within the Impact Fee Fund come from fees charged to new development within the
City of Solvang for the impact that construction has on future services and infrastructure. One of
the fees is for traffic mitigation/road improvement, and the purpose is to provide partial funding
of projects to increase street capacity within the City of Solvang to accommodate additional
traffic generated by the new development. City Council Resolution No. 97-428 includes a list of
projects identified as the basis for the Road Improvement Fee. Use of these funds is restricted to
the identified projects. The project list is evaluated and updated annually as part of the adopted
10-Year Capital Improvement Program.

Traffic Safety Fund (Fund 201)

Revenues within the Traffic Safety Fund come from motor vehicle fines and forfeitures. Use of
these funds is for traffic safety purposes. The California Vehicle Code requires establishment of
a special fund to be used exclusively for official traffic control devices, the maintenance thereof,
equipment and supplies for traffic law enforcement and traffic accident prevention, and for the
maintenance, improvement, or construction of public streets, bridges, and culverts within the
City. However, the funds may not be used to pay for traffic officers or other police officers.

Gas Tax Fund (Fund 202)

Revenues within the Gas Tax Fund come from taxes on vehicle fuels (gasoline, diesel fuel, etc.)
that are apportioned in accordance with the California Streets and Highway Code. These funds
may only be used for street or road construction, maintenance and administrative overhead
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purposes. These funds are typically used to fund street maintenance and urban forestry
operations in the City’s annual maintenance/operating budget.

Local Transportation Fund (Fund 203)

Revenues within the Local Transportation Fund come from the California Transportation
Development Act. Use of these funds is restricted to transportation related facilities including
drainage, pedestrian and bicycle related facilities.

Regional Surface Transportation Program Funding

The Regional Surface Transportation Program (RSTP) is a program administered by the Santa
Barbara County Association of Governments (SBCAG) that provides funding for a broad range
of highway improvement and transit projects. Funding for this Program comes from the Federal
Highway Administration and has been “de-federalized” by an exchange agreement between
SBCAG and the California Department of Transportation. De-federalizing the funds allows for
greater flexibility in their use and significantly reduced the administrative burden associate with
use of the funds.

State Transportation Improvement Program Funding

Historically the California Transportation Commission adopts a State Transportation
Improvement Program (STIP) every two years to fund new construction projects that add
capacity to the transportation system. STIP funding comes from a mix of State, Federal, and
local taxes and fees. Due to State budget deficits, funding from this source has been very limited
in the last few years. Operational and safety improvement projects are given first priority.
Roadway rehabilitation projects are eligible for funding but are considered of lower priority and
have not been funded for many years.

Active Transportation Program

The Active Transportation Program (ATP) was created in September 2013 in the California
Department of Transportation. The ATP consolidates existing federal and state transportation
programs, including the Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP), Bicycle Transportation
Account (BTA), and State Safe Routes to School (SR2S), into a single program with a focus to
make California a national leader in active transportation. The purpose of ATP is to encourage
increased use of active modes of transportation by: increasing the proportion of trips
accomplished by biking and walking, increasing safety and mobility for non-motorized users,
advancing the active transportation efforts of regional agencies to achieve greenhouse gas (GHG)
reduction goals, and enhancing public health. Funds for this program are distributed based on a
competitive grant application process for eligible projects. Preference is given to projects
located within disadvantaged communities. It is anticipated that ATP funding will be available
through the year 2017. Public Works staff submitted grant applications for funding under this
Program in 2014 and 2016.

Measure A Fund (Fund 204)

Revenues within the Measure A Fund come from the Santa Barbara County Measure A 30-year
0.5% transportation sales tax approved by voters in November 2008. Measure A came into
effect on April 1, 2010, and the first revenues from this funding source became available in July
2010. Use of these funds is restricted to engineering, construction, maintenance and overhead
for local streets and roads, drainage facilities, sidewalk, transit, and other transportation related
activities.
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Measure A also includes a competitive grant program to fund bicycle and pedestrian projects.
Public Works staff submitted a grant application for funding under this program in 2015, and
was awarded a large grant for the future Fifth Street Sidewalk Project.

Capital Project Fund- Grants (Fund 300)

Revenues within the Capital Project Fund come from Federal, State and local grants. Use of
these funds is restricted to only allowable expenditures under the individual grant programs.
Allowable expenditures typically include planning studies and reports, engineering, construction,
and construction management (including testing and inspection services). Fund 300 was created
in FY 2012-13 to allow for easier and clearer tracking of expenditures on grant funded capital
projects.

Proposition 1 Grant Funding

Proposition (Prop) 1 is the Water Quality, Supply, and Infrastructure Improvement Act of 2014.
Prop 1 was approved by voters in November 2014 and authorized the State to sell approximately
$7.1 billion in general obligation bonds to fund water related projects within several different
programs. The programs under Prop 1 that appear to be most relevant to the City of Solvang
include the following: 1) Small Community Wastewater; 2) Clean, Safe & Reliable Drinking
Water; 3) Integrated Regional Water Management; 4) Stormwater; and 5) Water Recycling.
Funds for most of the programs are distributed based on a competitive grant application process
for eligible projects. It is anticipated that there will be two or three funding cycles for most of
the programs under Prop 1.

PG&E Rule 20A Underground Funding

Under the California Public Utility Commission Rule 20A, Replacement of Overhead with
Underground Electric Facilities, PG&E must set aside funds for the construction of projects
which involve relocating existing overhead electrical distribution lines to underground in areas of
“public benefit”.  Areas of public benefit include downtown commercial areas, parks,
community common areas, major thoroughfares and scenic vistas of common community
importance. As opportunities arise, the City would work with PG&E and other affected utilities
to identify project areas. An underground utility district would need to be established by the City
of Solvang as a mechanism to ensure conversion by individual property owners. As of May 31,
2014, the City of Solvang has accrued $504,641 “work credits” which do not represent funding,
but instead are a means of accruing credit towards a future project within the City.

The “Mission & Fifth Underground Utility District” was created by resolution of the Solvang
City Council on November 12, 2013. PG&E’s Engineering Department will perform the
engineering and design work required for this project, and will administer the construction. Due
to PG&E’s lengthy backlog of undergrounding projects, construction of the Mission & Fifth
Underground Utility District project is not expected to begin until FY 2018-19 (or later).

Water Fund (Fund 500)

The Water Fund is an enterprise fund for the operation of the City of Solvang’s water utility that
includes water supply, treatment, and distribution. Revenues within the Water Fund come from
connection fees, meter charges, and water usage charges. Use of these funds is restricted to
water system related expenditures. Reserves generated from these fees and charges are used for
water supply, and water system related capital improvements.
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Wastewater Fund (Fund 501)

The Wastewater Fund is an enterprise fund for the operation of the City of Solvang’s wastewater
utility that includes the sewer collection system, and wastewater treatment plant. Revenues
within the Wastewater Fund come from connection fees and sewer usage charges. Use of these
funds is restricted to wastewater system (collection and treatment) related expenditures.
Reserves generated from these fees and charges are used for sewer collection system and
wastewater treatment plant related capital improvements.

Transit Fand (Fund 502)

Revenues within the Transit Fund come from Federal and State public transit sources, and fare
box receipts. The Transit Fund is an enterprise fund used to fund the operations and
management of the Santa Ynez Valley Transit, the Valley-wide public transportation system.
The Santa Ynez Valley Transit is administered by the City of Solvang under a cooperative
agreement with the City of Buellton and the County of Santa Barbara. Use of these funds is
restricted to transit related expenditures.

Proposition 1B Grant Funding

Proposition (Prop) 1B is a measure approved by voters in November 2006 authorizing the State
to sell approximately $20 billion of general obligation bonds to fund transportation projects to
relieve congestion, improve the movement of goods, improve air quality, and enhance the safety
and security of the State’s transportation systems. Funding under Prop 1B is divided among
several different “programs”. Funds for most of the programs are distributed based on a
competitive grant application process for eligible projects. It is anticipated that Prop 1B funding
will be available through the year 2017. The City has received funds for bus stop improvements
and replacement of transit buses under the Public Transportation Modernization, Improvement,
and Service Enhancement Account (PTMISEA) Program of Prop 1B.

The Planning Commission of the City of Solvang hereby makes the following finding in
the matter of the conformity with the General Plan for the capital improvement projects in the
Capital Improvement Program for the ten-year period FY 2016/2017 through FY 2026/2026:

1. Based on the analysis presented at the August 1, 2016, Public Hearing and in the
Staff Report dated August 1, 2016, the capital improvement projects in the
Capital Improvement Program for the ten-year period FY 2016/2017 through FY
2025/2026 are determined to be consistent with the City’s General Plan,
pursuant to Government Code $65401/965402.
